JM Olson provided general contracting services to build the new 11,000 sf Clinton Township Fire Station #1.

The project consisted of complete building demolition of (3) existing Fire Station and Township buildings on

the current site as well as the complete construction of a new, (3) bay drive-through Fire Station with

residential living quarters.

In service since 1941, the current site, at various times, has been home to the Township Hall, Township

Records, Maintenance Department, Police Department and Fire Department.  The Fire Department had still

utilized this site up until July 8th of 2004.  The current buildings hold both sentimental and nostalgic value to

both long-time employees and residents of Clinton Township, though they will undoubtedly be proud of their

new station.

Half of the building consists of a (3) bay drive through apparatus room, that will provide the means for a

consistent direction of truck traffic flow through the building, entering from North Bound Gratiot and exiting onto

South Bound Gratiot.  The remainder of the building  consists of all the necessary amenities required to

provide the Township with first-class Fire Department Services including a reports room, residential living

quarters, kitchen and dining areas, work-out facilities, locker rooms and laundry facilities.
